	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
For this field experience I worked with an English Language Learner (ELL) on ways to use technology as a tool to help in various classes.  We used web sites that the student was already familiar with (such as Wikipedia) in order to learn new ways to find research information.  We also used the online test preparation site USA Testprep to review information for upcoming testing.  Through this experience I learned many strategies for working with students for whom English is a second language.  I will be able to use this knowledge in a leadership role to help train teachers to use technology with diverse groups of students.

As this experience was one-on-one, the immediate impact was really on one student and on myself as a teacher.  Through this experience I was able to learn about and apply various teaching strategies to help the student better understand her subject content and the English language.  The student benefited from the personalized instruction that this experience allowed, which can be assessed by the improvements she made in her content areas over the course of the semester.  As our school becomes more diverse, it will be important for teachers to be trained to work with students learning to speak English and I will be able to share what I learned through this experience with others through staff development.
