	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?
During this experience, I developed and implemented a technology lesson where students would use the digital tools Wikispaces, YouTube, and Timetoast to enhance their learning in Drama class.  Along with developing skills using these tools, I learned to create a lesson that would integrate both content and technology standards using student-centered, research-based strategies.  Through this experience I also gained practice in trouble-shooting possible technology problems that could occur with hardware and/or the digital tools.

	3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed?
Since our freshman class received their school-issued laptops earlier this semester, staff development has become focused on integrating technology into our classrooms.  Throughout the semester all certified teachers have been receiving training on BlackBoard and have been encouraged to start utilizing the students’ laptops for classroom assignments.  This field experience allowed me to implement a technology-enhanced learning experience that also aligned with my content standards.  The impact on student learning will be assessed by the students’ wiki pages and end-of-unit survey.
