	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
After being asked to develop my online portfolio using Weebly, I decided that I wanted to know more about the site and the types of web pages I could create.  For this unstructured field experience I created and maintained a web site for multiple chorus classes using a variety of different elements on the free Weebly site.  As the semester went on I was able to add more advanced elements to the page to make it a resource for both my students and their parents.
